*During the series of negotiations between Brisbane City Council, International House Brisbane-ALS and Daejeon
metropolitan City Government, a need was identified to distinguish a group of students with a proficient English level
and a group of whom requiring intensive English training in Brisbane.

Therefore, when managing bi-annual Internship Programs in Brisbane, promotion plans in Daejeon for these two
groups of students will be managed separately upon discussions with Daejeon based universities.

International House Brisbane-ALS will play a facilitating role among parties involved.
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Brisbane City Council has a strict English requirement to manage the Internship Program successfully for long term.
Upon the successful management of the Program, Brisbane City Council and International House Brisbane-ALS have
an ambitious plan that they may expand it into corporate based programs to place Daejeon students into various
roles at Brisbane firms and organisations.

Unless students undertake Intensive English Training at International House Brisbane-ALS, students are required to
meet the English level that is equivalent to:

e |ELTS7.0.

e TOEIC-780~820

o TOEFL Paper-587
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e TOEFL internet-95

For the group of students who claim that they have a proficient level of English, International House will organise an
online testing to determine their English level. This test will be offered by International House Brisbane-ALS for free of
charge.

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For Brisbane-Daejeon Internship Program, the following parties have signed the Memorandum of Understanding at
2015 Asia Pacific Cities Summit on 8 July 2015:

After the MOU Signing ceremony if there are any individual universities in Daejeon requiring a Letter of Intent from
and/or have any specific requirements to Brisbane City Council and International House, their process for efficient
and effective communication will be as below:

1) Daejeon parties to communicate with Young Beamish in Brisbane
2) Young Beamish to communicate with International House Brisbane and Brisbane City Council
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3) Young Beamish to share the information with Daejeon parties

Due to the number of universities participating in this program, the above will be the recommended form of
communication. Otherwise, there might be some confusion between parties involved as it is a multiple party
program.
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Since there are two student groups from Daejeon, there will be two programs to be organised.

For students with a 8-week Intensive English Training and a Localisation Program, the following will be the structure
of the program:

15 weeks Program

1) 8 weeks Intensive English training at International House-ALS
2) Localisation Program: 9" week
e Professional Spoken and Written Training for Australian Work Environment
e Seminars by local recruitment firms
e Visit to local firms
e Visit to Australian government agencies
e Visit to local universities

3) 6 weeks Brisbane City Council Internship Placement
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8 weeks Program

As for students without the Intensive English Training Program, the below will be the structure of the program:

1) 2 Week Localisation Program
e Professional Spoken and Written Training for Australian Work Environment
e Seminars by local recruitment firms
e Visit to local firms
e Visit to local universities
e Visit to Australian government agencies
e Tours of local attractions
2) 6 weeks Brisbane City Council Internship Placement
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For Jan-Feb Program:

1) Daejeon universities and Daejeon Metropolitan City Government to share student information with
International House Brisbane-ALS by Oct of the year, two months prior to the program commencement

2) International House Brisbane to share information with Brisbane City Council and have a meeting where
necessary

3) International House Brisbane to organise student programs, accommodation, airport pick-up, work cover, etc
in conjunction with Daejeon universities and Daejeon Metropolitan City Government

For Mar-Jun Program:

1) Daejeon universities and Daejeon Metropolitan City Government to share student information with
International House Brisbane-ALS by January, two months prior to the program commencement

2) International House Brisbane to share information with Brisbane City Council and have a meeting where
necessary

3) International House to organise student programs, accommodation, airport pick-up, work cover, etc in
conjunction with Daejeon universities and Daejeon Metropolitan City Government
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Up to 20 students/group
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There are many various areas where students can undertake internships from Brisbane City Council. Brisbane City
Council is the largest local government in Australia and has many teams functioning different roles for the City of
Brisbane. Some of the examples for potential student study disciplines are:

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1. For 8 weeks Program: Visitor Visa & Working Holiday Visa (Subclass 417)
2. For 15 weeks Program: Working Holiday Visa (Subclass 417)

According to the information released by the Australian Department of Immigration and Border Protection, Tourist visas (ETA
Subclass 601 and Visitor Subclass 600 Tourist stream) permit study for up to 3 months. Under policy, this is taken to permit study
of up to 13 weeks excluding holiday and orientation periods.

Generally work experience is not recommended on a Tourist visa given it may be considered to be work, but internships which
credit towards a qualification or which are purely observational are permitted.

Given the study and training for Daejeon students appears to fit within the 13 week limitation on a Tourist visa and it does not
involve work contribution, a Tourist visa would be an option.

For Brisbane City Council Internship Program, with the assistance of International House Brisbane, students/Daejeon
based universities who join the program will pay for their own insurance. This cost will be incorporated into the
International House Invoice.
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Self-Funding by Daejeon
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For students with a 8-week Intensive English Training and a Localisation Program, the following will be the estimated
costs:

Daejeon based institutes were given two options for accommodation: IH Student Accommodation and Australian
Homestays. Most of institutions indicated they prefer their students to stay at IH Student Accommodation for
communication efficiency. Therefore, IH will organise accommodation for visiting students accordingly.

Students and institutions can change their preference for accommodation any time and costing on accommodation
will also change to reflect this change.
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Based on the first year’s success in 2016, Brisbane City Council will aim to expand this program into Brisbane based
corporate sectors. Also, Brisbane and Daejeon will work cooperatively to send Brisbane students to Daejeon for
similar work experience programs.
